 I have spoken with you before about the 
excitement that sometimes consumes my office.  
The week of September 8-12 was such a week.  
On September 9th, the United States Department 
of Education, specifically Secretary Margaret 
Spellings, announced that Caddo Magnet High 
Scool was one of 320 schools to be recognized 
as a 2008 No Child Left Behind Blue Ribbon 
School .  Mrs. Spelling, in making her announce-
ment, said that Blue Ribbon Schools are national 
models of excellence from which others can take 
inspiration.  The schools are selected based on 
one of two criteria: schools with at least 40 
percent of their students from disadvantaged 
backgrounds that dramatically improve student 
performance to high levels on state tests; and 
schools whose students, regardless of back-
ground, achieve the top 10 percent of their state 
on state tests or in the case of private schools in 
the top 10 percent of the nation on national tests.  
Of course, our student test scores are excellent! 
You may recall that we are the top-ranked high 
school in the state, according to the State 
Accountability Program.
        The Blue Ribbon award is considered the 
highest honor that an American school can 
achieve. Caddo Magnet High, the only high 
school in the state so honored, will be recognized 
at a ceremony in Washington, DC, where each 
school receives a plaque and flag signifying their 
status.  For years we have led the way in 
educating some of the brightest and best 
youngsters in the district.  This award further 
validates the excellent work that teachers and 
students have consistently done. Congratulations, 
Magnet!     A  special thanks to administrators and 
teachers who worked on the Blue Ribbon Report:

SENIOR DUES:  
Your Senior Dues are $65. This fee pays for the fol-
lowing:  
1. Senior project - $5 
2. Senior breakfast - $6 
3. Programs for senior breakfast and graduation - $3 
4. Flowers for senior breakfast and graduation - $3 
5. Graduation cap and gown - $21 
6. Diploma covers - $12 
7. Senior photos in yearbook - $15 
 
        Senior dues pay for the activities and related 
expenses for the entire senior class. Please be aware 
that because the senior class is charged, the entire 
senior class is responsible for any expenses accrued. 
Even if you choose not to attend, your place and 
items have already been paid for. For instance, even 
if you do not go to senior breakfast, the money 
has been spent to provide a place and a breakfast for 
you; therefore, your money for senior breakfast can-
not be refunded to you. Similarly, the money for 
senior yearbook photos covers ALL of the photos 
(including the photos of senior activities) in the 
yearbook, even if you do not turn in a personal year-
book photo to the yearbook staff. Similarly, even if 
you do not participate in the graduation ceremony, 
you have already paid for the cap and gown and the 
purchase of a diploma cover.  

       *Senior dues may be paid by cash or check. 
Checks should be made payable to Caddo Magnet 
High School.  
        *Senior dues may be given to Mr. Ironsmith 
during Senior Class Meetings on these days:  
Wed., Oct. 8      Wed., Nov. 12      Wed., Dec.10
Wed., Jan. 21     Wed.,  Feb.11
        *DO NOT give your senior dues to your sen-
ior English teacher or to the office staff to be put 
into Mr. Ironsmith’s box.  
         *After January 21, 2009, your name will be 
added to the UNPAID list for notification that your 
dues are past due.  
         *The FINAL DEADLINE  for payment of 
senior dues is January 21, 2009. Please be aware 
that if senior dues are not paid by this date, you 
WILL NOT have a cap and gown reserved for par-
ticipation in the graduation ceremony. The student 
will also be charged the added expense of shipping 
your gown to the school (approximately $8 – 10).  

CAP AND GOWN INFORMATION: 
Seniors will receive information about caps and 
gowns during the Senior class meeting on January 
21, 2009, from 10:20 – 10:45 a.m.  

     Please remember that part of your senior dues 
pays for your cap and gown. Contrary to previous 
years, you will purchase a cap and gown this year 
for use in the graduation ceremony that can be kept 
after the graduation ceremony has ended.  
      Graduation gowns are sized according to your 
height and weight. Please provide accurate height 
and weight information when ordering your cap and 
gown to ensure the proper fit of your gown.  

DRESS CODE FOR GRADUATION CEREMONY:  
Please remember that your participation in the 
graduation ceremony is voluntary. If you choose to 
participate in the graduation ceremony then you 
must abide by the following dress code:  

LADIES:  
Must wear a dress. The dress must be white or off-
white. You may wear a WHITE SKIRT with a 
blouse of another color. The blouse will be covered 
by your graduation robe. 
--Shoes: with heels. Closed toed flats are okay. They 
must be white or bone. No sandals will be allowed.  
--Cap and Gown: red with white collar. The snap-on 
collar comes with the gown.  

GENTLEMEN:  
--Dress Shirt: MUST be white (short or long sleeve). 
--Dark Dress Tie. 
--Dress Trousers: MUST be black. 
--Dress Shoes: MUST be black. 
--Cap and Gown: red. 

ANSWERS TO GRADUATION DRESS CODE FAQs:  
Ladies shoes may include open-toed dress shoes or 
dress shoes WITH HEELS AND STRAPS. 
SANDALS include open-toed flats (without a raised 
heel) that have toe and heel straps.
Ladies dresses: the graduation gown has a split in 
the front below the bottom end of the zipper. (The 
zipper only runs from one’s thigh to one’s neck). 
Since the bottom of the gown has a split or gap, the 
hem of your skirt should be visible in the split. For 
example, although your gown may hang to mid-calf, 
your knees may be visible through the front opening 
at the bottom of the gown. Wear a graduation dress 
with a skirt that is long enough to reach your knees 
and be seen through the front opening at the bottom 
of the gown. Your skirt may extend below the hem 
of the graduation gown.  
Gentlemen’s dress ties DO NOT include bolo ties. 
Gentlemen’s dress trousers DO NOT include black 
denim or jeans.  
Gentlemen’s dress shoes DO NOT include sneakers 
or athletic shoes, even if they are black.  

The mortarboard (graduation cap) should be worn 
level on the top of the head, not worn at an angle, 
not pinned to the back of the head, not pulled down 
over the eyes. The tassel should hang in front, near 
your temple.
